�   When the flag is lowered, no part of it 
should touch the ground. 

�   The flag should be cleaned and mended 
as needed. 

�   When a flag is worn beyond use, it 
should be burned in a dignified manner. 

�  The flag may be displayed 24 hours a 
day if properly illuminated. If not  
illuminated, it should be retired from 
sunset to sunrise.
