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     As promised last month, I asked for 
some information and memories of  
Wayside Inn, the I.O.O.F. Home that  
preceded Orchard Manor.  I’m sure 
you will agree after you read the  
stories, that those really were the 
“Good ‘Old Days!” 

 Donna Roberts, Dietary Manager, 
remembers that the Dietary  
Department was in the basement with 
the ovens back a long hall.  They were 
pizza ovens!  There was a Dumb 
Waiter in the kitchen that was used to 
send items to the first floor to the Main 
Dining Room for meals.  It was about 
four foot square.  The carts were sent 
up in cage-type elevators.  Vegetables 
were grown on the grounds and the 
meat, eggs and milk were produced on 
the grounds.  The Residents worked on 
the farm and would snap beans when 
they were ready.  In the summer, the 
Residents would go out and spend a lot 
of time on the porch, as the bottom and 
top porches went clear around the 
building. 

 Millie Johnston, L.P.N.,  
remembers that over many years she 
met many dedicated people who 
worked at the Old Home and several 
who still work at Orchard Manor, 
whom she will never forget. 

 Linda Garner , Receptionist,  
remembers working at Wayside Inn to 
be very interesting.  She began  
working in 1968, and as a teenager, 
had no idea what to expect.  The farm 
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was there back in those days, and the  
Residents were allowed to help work 
there.  One of the Residents helped by 
unloading the dishes and every Friday 
night he would go to the Eagles Club.  
He would get very excited and say, 
“Hurry up, hurry up, I am going out 
tonight”.  There was also a Resident 
who worked in the garden and if you 
gave him a small cup for his  
coffee, he would dump his coffee over 
the top of it!  One time when Linda 
worked in the Dining Room, the  
animals got out and she had to go and 
help chase them back in.  Linda also 
helped care for Brother Ernie Nelson’s 
Uncle, Carl Nelson.

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 Brother Ernie Nelson, who is also a 
Mason for over fifty years, has been an 
Odd Fellow since 1970.  He originally 
joined Lake Shore Lodge in Erie, which 
later consolidated with Edinboro Lodge 
#510.  Ernie tells wonderful stories of the 
Grand Opening of Wayside Inn which was 
celebrated in 1903.  There was a big  
delegation from the State in attendance, 
with 27,000 people traveling by horse, 
stagecoach, train and any transportation 
they could find, since there were no  
automobiles then as there are today.  
Ernie’s Uncle, Carl Nelson, was a Resident 
of the Old Home from the mid-1960’s to 
the early 1970’s, and when Carl passed 
away in 1973, he was buried in the Odd 
Fellow Cemetery, located on the east side 
of Orchard Manor.  When Ernie visited, he 
often played pool with his Uncle and other 
“inmates” in the Pool Room.  Ernie  
remembers the Residents or “inmates” as 
they were referred to at the time, taking 
care of the garden and farm.  Uncle Carl 
was in charge of burning the rubbish in the 
basement.  Ernie also remembers the man 
who lived next door to his Uncle.  His 
name was Ernie Patton and was from 
Sandy Lake.  When he visited, Ernie 
helped to make sure that Mr. Patton had 
enough Mail Pouch tobacco, which at the 
time, was ten cents a pack! 
 Erma McKnight , CNA, Activity Aide, 
remembers working briefly in the Old 
Home.  The building was immense and at 
night, a little spooky!  Moving day came, 
when Residents moved from Wayside Inn 
to Orchard Manor, in 1976.  Erma  
remembers that it seemed like the whole 
town came to help, with plenty of  
volunteers and even the Fire Department.  
Erma was assigned to help a sweet lady 
named Maggie during the move.  She had a 
little dolly and had to have a blanket for 
her baby doll.  When she got to her room 
on 600 hall, Maggie kissed the dolly and 
said, “We are home now!”  In all of Erma’s 
31 years, Maggie is her favorite memory! 
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 Mary Brown , CNA, has worked for 
Wayside Inn and then Orchard Manor for 
almost fifty years!  Mary remembers that 
before all the rules and regulations came 
about, Residents came and went as they 
pleased.  She remembers a couple, Mr. and 
Mrs. Brown (no relation), who had gone for 
a walk down Pinchalong Road, behind the 
Home.  They got to the Railroad tracks and 
Mrs. Brown caught her heel in the tracks 
and fell down.  Keep in mind that the  
Railroad was used quite a bit more then, 
than it is now.  Mr. Brown left her there and 
walked back to the Home to get help!  Of-
ten Mr. and Mrs. Brown would take off for 
their walks when it was raining outside – 
they loved being outside. 
 Mary also remembers one man who  
occasionally had “accidents” in his bed.  He 
lined his bed with layers and layers of 
newspaper and would not allow any of the 
staff to touch his bed.  Once a week he 
changed his own bed and put fresh  
newspapers on it.  The staff knew that’s 
how he wanted it and without strict rules 
and regulations, they were instructed to al-
low him to take care of his bed the way he 
wanted to. 
 During harvest time, Mary remembers 
Residents being lined up on the back porch 
to shell peas, husk corn, peel tomatoes and 
other vegetables, getting ready to can.  
Residents helped with everything, and just 
as if they were in their own home, they  
didn’t wear gloves and did things just the 
way they wanted to.  Ladies did the sewing 
and ironed all the clothes, including sheets 
and pillowcases.  There were two big  
mangles in the basement, where the laundry 
was, for the sheets and other bigger items.  
Men all wore white, starched shirts on  
Sundays, while the women wore pressed 
dresses with starched aprons.  Often the la-
dies did their own laundry, hanging their 
clothes on lines they had strung on the third 
floor porches, or in the winter, hanging 
them over the radiators in their rooms. 
 *There are still a couple of other  
employees, who’s memories will be  
included next month, as well as any  
information submitted by Odd Fellows and 
Rebekahs.
