home, or closer to home, just to name a few. 

Paul, in one of his letters to the  
various churches, gives encouragement to 
the church at Colosse that he and his  
companions are praying for them that they 
might be empowered with patience when 
difficult times came and that they would be 
joyful in the midst of adversity (Colossians 
1:9, 11).   After much instruction on how to 
live successfully, with Jesus Christ as the 
hope and help of their lives, he encourages 
them at the end of his letter that they should 
keep praying as well,  that they should  
observe the hand of God working in the 
midst of their struggle, and that they use 
wisdom when dealing with others, 

“redeeming the time” (Colossians 4:2,5)   If 
Paul were here today, he might possibly say 
it this way, “what time you have with one 
another, make the best of it, make it count 
for something, pray for the help you need to 
be patient toward each other and watch me 
work it all out”. 

With that said, then, while at first thought 
it may seem much is lost in the current state 
of things, perhaps there is an upside of gas.  
Think of it, what might it mean to plan more 
carefully in money spent or in spending 
time away?  What might it mean to sit at the 
family table more; in essence, to be home 
more and to run less?  What might it mean if 
we return to a simpler time when clipping 
coupons was the way of things and the 
sound of Grandma’s voice “a penny saved is 
a penny earned” resonated in the waste-not, 
want-not attitude of a generation past?  And, 
what might it mean if families went together 
to church again.  Could it be that there 
might be a rebirth of the family and a rebirth 
of morality and allegiance to God in this 
country?  There is no doubt we need both! 

Perhaps the upside of gas is the  
opportunity to redeem, to take back, what 
has been lost, and to see God working in the 
midst of it all.  For the residents, although 
most of you are not on the highway and you 
already may have lots of time, the challenge 
to make your time be the best it can be with 
anyone you spend time with is still  
important; and, time with God in prayer or 
at Bible Study or Worship Services offered 
here will strengthen your connection with 
Him.  For family or staff, why not choose to 
meet your family at the table sometime  
today, and your church family come  
Sunday?  Perhaps the upside of gas is that 
we can make things better rather than 
worser.
